First we will ask you to do some self study. Then under the guidance of a fully qualified instructor

you wi ||l be doing some “theory” work. Y maufivewi | | al so
dives over two sessions in a swimming pool and four ocean dives, including two shore and two

boat dives. You can attend one of our regularly scheduled courses, usually run over one evening

and parts of two week-ends, or arrange to have the course at other times to suit you.

You have to be reasonably fit to learn to dive and you will be required to swim 200metres (or

300metres if you are using fins) and stay afloat for 10 minutes. You will also need a diving

medical that meets Australian Standard AS4005.1 (We can supply a list of doctors who are

gualified to give this medical.) And you will need to provide us with two colour passport

photographs.

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How much does it cost to learn to dive?

Vision Divers provide a range of courses to suit your needs and budget.
Platinum course (the course for the individual)

This course is designed for you if you want to learn to dive at times you choose (subject to pool
availability and times of boat dives) and if you prefer to work individually rather than in a small
group. The course is taught on a one-to-one or two-to-one basis (if you and a friend would like to
complete it together). One of our instructors works with you individually and takes you through all
components of the training. Because the instructor is working with you individually, the course
can be completed in as little as three full days or can be spread over several evenings or at week-
ends.

The cost of this course is $1395 for one person and $2195 for two people.

Gold course (the family and friends course)

This course is designed for you if you want to learn to dive with other members of your family or a
group of friends at times that you prefer. We will meet with you and schedule the course to fit in
with your times (subject to pool availability and times of boat dives). This is the ideal course for
you if you and your friends normally work at week-ends or are on work schedules that vary from
week to week. The course usually takes up to four full days — or the equivalent time spread over
parts or days and evenings.

The cost of this course is $795 per person (conditions apply for minimum numbers). It may
be possible to reduce the cost per person if there are more than three people.

Silver course (the high quality budget course)

This is the course for you if you are happy to fit in with the times of one of our regularly scheduled
high quality small group courses we offer. These courses are scheduled at least once every
month (usually the 1% & 2" weekend of the month). The course usually runs with groups of 4 to 6
participants. The course begins on a Thursday evening with theory work and then runs over the
following two week-ends. The first weekend includes two half days of pool sessions, usually
Saturday and Sunday mornings and some time finishing off the theory work. The next weekend
includes two shore dives on the Saturday and two boat dives on the Sunday.

The cost of this course is only $595.

Please note that all three options are designed with a component of home study so you can
complete this section of the course at your convenience. We provide all of the materials that you
need for the home study section. This includes your own copy of the PADI Go Dive Manual to
keep and the use of the PADI Go Dive DVD. But if you would prefer to complete this section with
an instructor, then we will arrange this for an additional fee of $100. Also the times given above
for completion of each course may change if there are adverse weather conditions.

Before the course begins we meet with each person individually, regardless of which course you
choose, to discuss the arrangements, answer any questions and sort out all of the gear that you
require.

You will need to provide the following:

e A diving medical (which is a requirement according to Australian Standards) to enrol in
the course,

Two passport type photographs,

Travel and cartage of self & dive gear to and from the dive sites,

Own food, drink, appropriate clothing for warmth and “sun-smart” items,

Your own mask, snorkel and boots. We also highly recommend the purchase of your own
fins. These items are personal equipment which every diver needs and can be purchased
prior to or at the beginning of the course.

We do not recommend the use full foot fins because these often cause great discomfort from the
cold and from rubbing and causing blisters.

All other costs are included (i.e. instructor feels, pool hire & entry fees, boat charter, hire gear,
course materials)

If you purchase a full set of dive gear during your course, we can offer you an attractive
discounted or package rate.

The course at Vision Divers includes two boat dives either in Port Phillip Bay or just outside Port
Phillip Heads.

We use high quality semi-dry suits. These provide greater comfort and warmth than standard
wetsuits and we replace them frequently to make sure they are in good condition. Those
completing courses have the option of purchasing the semi-dry suit they were using at a very
attractive price.

All the equipment we use is in excellent condition and is serviced and replaced regularly.

All those completing the course receive an invitation to join the Vision Divers club. This provides
the opportunity to meet with other club members who dive regularly and mix with divers of
differing levels of experience. As mentioned, Club Members are also entitled to substantial
discounts on the purchase of all equipment.
